THE SEAFARERS WELFARE FUND SOCIETY.

THE WELFARE SCHEMES OPERATED BY THE SOCIETY ARE AS UNDER:
1. MONTHLY EX-GRATIA MONETARY ASSISTANCE (MEMA) :     This scheme is in operation since 01.04.1978 and at present about 20,000 registered seafarers under foreign going sector, who are superannuated / retired after the age of 50 years /medically unfit for seafaring profession and approx. 5000 widows of eligible seamen,  are the beneficiaries under the scheme.  The number of beneficiaries under the scheme is increasing by about 1000 every year.  At present the society pays ₹.200/- p.m. to the seamen and ₹.400/- p.m. to the widow of seamen as a Monthly Ex-gratia Monetary Assistance to the existing beneficiaries till their life time.

AD-HOC EXGRATIA FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE: ( Scheme closed w.e.f. 01.4.2011):  Under this scheme a sum of ₹. 5,000/- and ₹.3,000/- was paid to the nominee of the seafarer, in the event of his/her death while in service, in respect of registered foreign-going and home trade seamen respectively.  This scheme has been discontinued w.e.f. 01.04.2011 onwards as per the decision taken by the 68th Meeting of the Committee of Management held on 25.02.2011, however only those pending claims are settled, which are pending for some clarification/documents. 

3. EX-GRATIA ASSISTANCE ON DEATH :  This scheme is implemented w.e.f. 01.01.1993 and under this scheme an amount of Rs. 2 lacs ( Rs. Two lacs w.e.f. 16.03.16)  towards ex-gratia assistance is paid to the widows/ dependants of seafarer, who died on or after 16.03.2016 during off articled period & who are within the age of superannuation at the time of death.
